The objective of the project is to help the student to develop the ability to apply multidisciplinary concepts,
tools and management techniques to face and solve the organizational ground problems. Student is expected to
learn on-the-job by way of association with a business organization. The student will undergo a on-the job
training under a business organization. This training should help her/ him to develop a perspective of
wholesome management of business activities. This would enable her/ him to appreciate the importance of
different business activities and see how different business activities are interrelated. She/ he will have to
submit a training certificate and a project report (80-100 pages, 2 copies with soft copies) on the organization in
which she/ he has under gone the training. There will be no internal assignment in this paper so there are
maximum 100 marks for the project report evaluation.

Term-end Examination (Theory) : On the completion of the prescribed minimum duration for Previous as
well as for final year i.e. one year; a candidate will be examined by the means of written examination of 3
hours duration in each course (paper). The maximum marks for each course (paper) shall be 80.

Term End Examination (Practical):

The maximum marks for term end examination of each practical course shall be 100.
Distribution of marks will be as follows:

Minimum 75% attendance in Practical Counseling Camp is mandatory to appear in Practical Examination.

To pass in Examination, a candidate shall be required to score 36% marks in each course (paper) as well as in
aggregate. However, it is compulsory to secure 36% marks in each component i.e. Internal /home Assignment,
Term End Examination Theory and Term End Examination Practical separately otherwise he/she may reappear
in the next examination after six months to clear the due papers within prescribed maximum duration of that
programme. This is also to note that no Division shall be awarded for the M.Sc. Previous examination.

The marks obtained in Internal/home assignment and term end examination (Theory and Practical) shall be
shown separately in the marksheet. The successful candidate shall be classified as per the following table-

RECOGNITION ORDER

In exercise of the powers vested under Section 14 (3)(a) of the National Council for Teacher Education (NCTE) Act 1993, the
Northern Regional Committee grants recognition to Kota Open University, Rawatbhata Road, Rajasthan for B.Ed.
Distance Education two years from the academic session 2000-2001 with an annual intake of 500 (Five Hundred)
students subject to fulfilling the following condition:

1. All such teachers already appointed who do not fulfill the NCTE norms shall acquire the qualification as per the norms
within a period of two years of this order.

2. The institution shall ensure library, laboratories and other institutional infrastructure as per NCTE norms.

3. The admission to the approved courses shall be given only to those candidates, who are eligible as per the regulation
governing the course and in the manner laid down by the affiliating university/ State Government.

4. Tuition fees and other fees shall be charged from the students as per the norms of the affiliating university/ State
Government till such time NCTE regulation in respect of fee structure come into force.

5. Curriculum transaction, including practical work/ activities should be organized as per the norms and standards for the
course and the requirement of the affiliating university/ examining body.

6. Teaching days including practice teaching should not be less than the number fixed in the NCTE norms for the course.

7. The institution, if unaided shall maintain endowment and reserve fund as per NCTE norms.

8. The institution shall continue to fulfill the norms laid down under the regulation of the NCTE and submit the Regional
committee the Annual report and the Performance Appraisal Report at the end of each academic year. The Performance
Appraisal should inter alia give the extent of compliance of the condition indicated at 1 to 7 above.

If Kota Open University, Rawatbhata Road, Kota Rajasthan contravenes the provision of the NCTE Act or the rules, regulation

and orders made or issued there under or fails to fulfill the above conditions, the Regional Committee may withdraw this

recognition under the provision of Section 17(1) of the NCTE Act.
